This workshop has the aim to open the youths mind on the reasons why wars happens and what are the cultural tools that people
need to avoid getting to that point. Knowing the differences in cultures, eliminate the stereotypes of our neighbors ‘fellows, learning on
how to approach someone different from me are some of the tools that everyone needs to have in its backpack when moving through
life.

Inspiring people will converse with the group during that workshop, helping them to define the guidelines that then can be shared
through the whole three districts as the result of the work done here, basis for the following meetings.

Group composition: 10 youths from each country (total of 30) born in 2003/2004/2005 (ideally first year of university)

Milestones to the EU RYLA:

Sponsor Club Enrolment: 15 March 2023 — The Sponsor clubs are the clubs that will engage for a three-year period and sustain in the year that the EU
RYLA will take place in their country, the accommodation, and boarding costs for the entire group of 30 youths + 3 tutors. We recommend having at
least one sponsor club per each of the 10 local youths but could also be more than one for sponsoring each youth. The ideal number of sponsoring clubs
for each of the 10 youths of each district is 3 so that this matches the duration of the triennial round of the three countries. This means that the sponsoring
clubs need to be at least 10 per District but having 30 clubs would be ideal. We also warmly suggest that the sponsoring clubs connect between them
around one sponsored youth so that they will collaborate for the three years always between them.

Financials: For the Italian clubs (first hosting country) the cost of sponsorship for each of the youth is 1000 euro maximum and it will also cover the costs
for one youth of Germany and one of France. Please keep in mind that this amount covers the right to send a youth for the following two years to the
EU RYLA's at no costs (except the voyage costs). This means that the yearly allocation of costs is equivalent to 333 Euro per each youth and can be split
between the clubs that are participating to sponsor one of the 10 youths.

Youths Enrolment term: 15 April 2023 — The ideal youths for the 2023 EU RYLA are requested to be born in 2003 or 2004 and in their freshmen year
of university, but of course it is up to the sponsoring clubs to identify the right person. Important thing is to have a Rotaractian of 25/30 years
